·  be in color and neatly drawn/written (use a ruler to make straight lines)

·  Include responses that are detailed, relevant and reference specific facts about the subject 

· Responses should be in the “voice” of the person and should be in first person.


	· Picture creatively showcases extraordinary person and characterization

· Responses are written in an original and creative voice that creatively portrays the character (beyond “I saw…I felt…”)

· Entire poster is filled with little white space. Responses and images neatly and creatively fill the poster 
	· Have the title of your book and author at the top of the poster (Title should be 3” in height)

· Include responses that are neatly typed/hand written in ink

· Have accurate spelling and punctuation

· Include student’s name and class period on the BACK of the poster.
